Voter Registration Deadline Approaching for May 23 Early Voting and June 9 Primary
Election

Storey County, Nev. —The deadline to register to vote for the June 9, 2026, Primary
Election is approaching, and the Storey County Clerk’s Office is encouraging residents to
confirm their voter registration information ahead of the election.

The last day a person may register to vote by mail is May 12, 2026 (must be postmarked by
this date).

Voter registration allows residents to participate in the upcoming primary election, which
will determine which candidates advance to the General Election later this year.

Residents are encouraged to verify their voter registration status, party affiliation, and
contact information before the election. Voters may contact the Clerk’s Office at 775-847-
0969 or email elections@storeycounty.org for assistance.

How Mail Ballots Work
Voters may complete their ballot at home and return it in one of three ways:

¢ Mail it using the provided postage-paid envelope
¢ Drop it off at the Clerk & Treasurer’s Office:

¢ Drop it off at any polling location during voting hours

Mail ballots must be postmarked on or before Election Day, June 9, to be counted.
